As we anticipate our shared celebration of the Paschal Triduum and the promise of resurrection, we have
been reminded in these forty days of Lent to reflect, repent, and renew in the saving touch of Our Risen Savior.

During his homily, Father Byron reminded us of the tremendous opportunity
to “push the pause button” on our busy lives during Lent and to make an honest assessment of our relationship with
God and with each other. In that vein, the students and staff of De remember you, our alumni and friends, with
gratitude in our prayers. Before every class, every assembly, every meeting, we also remember that we are in the holy
presence of God... in all that we are.

What Tremendous Interest in DeLaSalle!

In a year when some private schools are struggling mightily to generate interest and register students, DelLaSalle’s early
enrollment numbers are exceptional. As of mid-March, paid registrations for the Class of 2013 are up 15 percent from a
year ago, to a level higher than any year since the late 1960s. As Director of Admission Sarah Graham has noted, “While
we recognize the impact of the economy may not ultimately support our registrants through the summer, we are thrilled
that so many families continue to put their faith in DelLaSalle because they believe we will make a difference for them.”
Current registrants are enrolled from 66 different middle schools, with the largest groups coming to De from Annunciation,
CarondeletCatholic, RisenChrist, Our Ladyof Peace, St. Charles Borromeoand St. Elizabeth Seton Schoolsin Minneapolis, as
well as St. Mark and St. Thomas More in St. Paul.

Congratulations to Our Seniors!

A highly accomplished Class of 2009 has begun its countdown to Commencement at the Basilica of St. Mary in late
May. Within a few weeks, seniors will have heard from all of the colleges to which they have applied, but many of the most
competitive colleges in the country (Notre Dame, Northwestern, “the lvies”) have already offered admission to current
Islanders. Collectively, this class has completed over 15,000 hours of documented Christian Service. More than one third
have posted an ACT Composite score in the top third in the country (a collective feat accomplished by the Class of 2008
as well). Seven seniors have been recognized by the National Merit Scholarship Program for scholarship among the top
students in the country, and arecord total of 18 will graduate as “Distinguished Scholars” for maintaining a 4.0 grade point
average (or better via Honors points) through the first semester of their senior year.

De Dominates Tri-Metro Conference Honors Music List

With a total of 49 student honorees, for the sixth consecutive year, more DelLaSalle students were selected for the
Tri-Metro Conference Honors Music program than any other school in the conference. (Conference members are
Blake, Breck, Brooklyn Center, Concordia Academy, DelLaSalle, Minnehaha Academy, Mounds Park Academy,
St. Agnes, St. Anthony Village, St. Bernard’s, St. Croix Lutheran, St. Paul Academy, and Visitation.) Slightly over
40 percent of the entire DeLaSalle student body is involved in a music program. The honorees -- all of whom were
selected to the Honors Band, Honors Choir or Honors Orchestra -- were recognized this winter at an all-day music
workshop and evening performance with honors musicians from other conference schools.

Over 40 professionals, including many alumni and current parents, spoke to students about their field during the annual
Career Week in February. One of the features of Career Week was the annual Vocations Day. Currently, three young alumni
are in pre-seminary college programs. The Student Council’s annual Blood Drive was a huge success, under the leadership of
council members Margarita Novack 10 and Fatima Babu "10. Forthe third consecutive year, the number one DelLaSalle Quiz
Bowl team has qualified for the National Quiz Bowl Championships in May! Good luck to Kelsey McCoy “10, Losha Ndemeno-
Tegomoh 10 (brother of Fru "12), Charlie Rooney “10 (son of Rory "63), and Michael Van de Weghe "09 (brother of Lindsay
*05) as they move on to Nationals. Also in May, 34 current DelLaSalle juniors have advanced past the Metro Regional level
and will be competing at the Minnesota State History Day program, with opportunities to advance to Nationals in June. De is
among the top five high schools in the total number of students advancing to the state level during the past five years. The
theatre program continues to grow in scope and participation, staging five productions during the year. Over 65 students
collaborated on a critically-acclaimed and ambitious production of the hit Les Miserables over two weekends in March, a
production where all roles were sung throughout. The cast met the challenge, with lead roles filled by Andi Akpe "09 (brother
ofJenny'05), KendraEull'09, AshaLong 09, Michael Rayford "09 (brother of Krysta*06), Julissa Betting-Fuentes 10 (sisterof
Annette’12), MadeleineMarrin™10(daughterof Marty"77), EvanMurnane™11,CharlieTapio 11,and FelixTomlinson 12 (inthe
lead role), all of them supported by the talents and hard work of peers in the cast, tech crew, and pit band.

Though the girls’ basketball team fell short of a fourth straight trip to the State Tournament, the young Islanders finished
22-6 (78-11 over the past three years under coach Brian Frye) and ranked fifth. With only three seniors on the roster, the hoys’
hasketball team bounced back from some early-season hurdles torecord a 17-10 record and wins over Benilde-St. Margaret'’s,
Minneapolis Henry, and one of the top teams in Wisconsin, Hamilton High School. The competition cheer team earned a bid to
the AmeriCheer International Championships in Orlando March 19-21.
